	I. LAUNCH

(What the teacher organizes/does to get students into the lesson.)

II. LEARNING ACTIVITY

(What the students do/explore/engage in that helps them develop new understandings of the lesson objective.)

· Students engaged in a task

· Independent practice

· Teachers guiding practice or doing small group/individual direct instruction

· Teachers doing informal assessment

III. SUMMARY/CLOSURE

(What the teacher does through organized discussion to pull together ideas from the learning activity that help students make explicit the content and the connection to the unit goals.)

· Teacher asks questions that ask students to generalize/summarize activity

· Reteaching/Extended learning

· Informal assessment

· Lesson closure/unit connections

IV. PRACTICE/ASSESSMENT

(What the students will do to practice/apply their new learning. What the teacher will do to know what students have made sense of.)

· Classwork/homework

· Observations/analysis of discussions/quiz or other written tool to assess student understanding.
